“There is a need, and a strong desire

from consumers, for greater tactility in our
modern lives that can be partially answered by
interior design choices and products with deep and
varying textures.”

Redshaw says this trend, which is all about
“distinctively textured and irregularly layered surfaces”,
stems directly from the environment - inspired by forests,
deserts and jungles.

The trend also references historical snapshots as tapestries
and woolly textures weave their way inside again — a recipe
for those who seek to make their homes just that little bit
more like a castle. \
